These are races approved by the Federal Internationale de Automobile or the FIA. 

Circuit Racing. The Philippines houses two international racecar circuits: Subic International Raceway and Batangas Racing Circuit.

Legal Drag racing. The FIA recently approved legal Drag Strips in North Harbor and in the OMNI airstrip in Clark, Pampanga.

And lastly you have the seasonal Autocross, Rallycross, Slalom and Karting events which are held thru-out the whole year round here in the Philippines. 

Review of main points: I have discussed why street racing is a crime and what is being done to discourage individuals from racing publicly in the streets.
